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Honeymoon Trail Takes Home Medals in Lodi

Cambria, NY – At the 2008 Lodi International Wine Awards in California, Honeymoon Trail Winery took home several medals this year. This competition is like no other. Six judges were assigned to each panel; 2 representing the 3 Sensitivity Groups – Tolerant, Sensitive and Hyper-Sensitive.

The first medal won for Honeymoon Trail was the “Tri-Silver” for their Frozen Niagara white wine. The tri-silver medal winners were for wines that crossed over all three sensitivity groups received a Silver Medal in all of them. The next two wines that won a “Tri-Medal” were Baco Noir and White Lace, a Riesling and Cayuga White wine blend. The Tri-Medal wines crossed over all three sensitivity groups and were awarded a medal in all of them. The last award was a “Bi-Medal” winner for Honeymoon Trail’s Full Moon red wine, which is a blend of Chambourcin and Marchel Foch wines. A Bi-Medal win means that two of the three Sensitivity groups gave this wine a medal.
